In June 2015, the close-in Metro areas marketplace saw an 11.4% increase in dollar volume of sales, and for the second month in a row, most of it occurred in Fairfax County and Montgomery County.  Even though these areas have bigger populations and much more real estate on the market than Washington, DC, they have trailed the District all year, and now they are finally experiencing some catching up.
None of this changes what everyone in real estate knows about this year: no matter where your property is located, price is king, and if you want to get your property sold, price it right. P The second most important thing is to make sure your property looks its best when you put it on the market. The first impression buyers have of price and presentation is by far the most influential.
